Community Ministry Faithful Landlord Report April 2005

Ronnie and Erika- continue to receive $100 month subsidy.  Ronnie continues his work as a plumber’s apprentice.  He is still in the waiting period for getting his full license restored and therefore has been unable to begin driving the company van as of yet.   Erika continues working full-time as a receptionist and is making progress toward paying down some old debt, and has also begun the process of getting her license back.  With this prospect before them they hope to purchase a car in the near future.  Because of their work schedules, they were unable to begin budget counseling this past quarter, but have arranged a convenient time with a counselor beginning in May.  Ronnie and Erika continue to struggle with their financial obligations and we are hopeful that budget counseling will get them on a more solid path.

Stephanie- continues receiving the subsidy of $150/month.  Stephanie runs her own daycare program, but is still short one child to complete her quota.  Despite this, she has been busy moving towards her goals!  Stephanie has completed the process to file for bankruptcy, (the best option, identified during budget counseling) which will allow her to start rebuilding healthy credit.  She has also graduated from the budget-counseling program and continues to contribute regularly to an IRA account when possible.  Stephanie is on solid ground again and this will likely be her last month needing a subsidy!

Mary Margaret- receives $190/ month.  Mary has still not heard back from the job at the Pentagon regarding her security clearance.  She is now moving forward to pursue other opportunities and has begun by redoing her resume with her Family Advocate.  They have practiced basic interviewing techniques and Mary is out looking for the right opportunity.  Mary has decided to pursue additional supportive services for her mental health needs, which will hopefully be a positive step for her.  In the meanwhile, Mary continues her volunteer work. 

Agnes- continues to receive $100 subsidy while she works toward her educational and financial goals.  She has successfully graduated our budget-counseling program and is currently trying to get a secured credit card so she can establish positive credit.  She continues her advocacy regarding her sons’ education, though it is a struggle.  Agnes continues working and going to school, and has also attended a homebuyers training course.   

Calandra- has not paid rent for several months, discontinued her engagement with her Family Advocate and program goals and is unfortunately in the process of eviction.  Our staff has made repeated attempts to contact Calandra and help her implement a deliberate and strategic transition plan.  However, she has not responded.  We wish her the best in finding a better situation for herself and her family.

Denise- is new to the program as of February 2005.  She began receiving a $50 monthly subsidy upon her move in and will continue for 6 months before it is reevaluated. She and her husband separated in 1997, but they still have a good relationship.  She cares for their two children and is currently seeking child support from him.  Denise has full security clearance at her job and is currently working in the mailroom.  She wants to move into administrative work and is pursuing opportunities for computer classes that will give her certification.  She has been enthusiastic in her engagement in the program and working toward her goals and will begin budget counseling in mid-April.

Remaining funds: There is an additional $160/month that has yet to be allocated to a family.  As we have several new clients that will be moving into the program in the next few weeks, this money will help with security deposits for these new clients.  We will provide an update to you when these dollars have been distributed.
